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As a small charity it is not possible for us to 
recruit volunteers directly but we are always 
delighted to introduce suitable persons to our 
friends in Malawi. We cannot, of course, accept 
any liability for any loss or inconvenience that 
may unfortunately arise but then we don’t make 

any charges either. Volunteers make all their 
own travel and accommodation arrangements 
and visit entirely at their own expense. However, 
once a volunteer arrives in Nkhata Bay the team 
do all they can to make them welcome.
